Cost:  $575 – includes room, meals, jersey, socks, activities, souvenir 
Registration: starts April 15th on www.wahahockey.com 

 
This camp will focus on all hockey skills and will include daily scrimmages.  It will include 4 teams with 15 
players each for a total of (8 goalies, 20 defense and 32 forwards).  There is no tryout required and 
registration will be on a first come basis.  From this camp a group of players will be invited to participate in 
the USA Hockey/Central District (players from Illinois, Missouri, Kansas, Iowa, Nebraska and Wisconsin) 
Development Camp being held in Green Bay, August 1st - 6th.  You must attend the WAHA 1995-96 Player 
Development Camp to be considered for the Central District camp. 
WAHA Player Development Mini Camp for players with birth years 1993-1994

Finish:  Sunday, June 20th by 12:30 pm 
Location:  Fond du Lac, WI 
Activities:  On-ice, off-ice, and classroom activities.   
Staff:  All D1 and D3 coaches and counselors. 
Cost:  $200 – includes room, meals, activities, and souvenir 
Registration: starts April 15th on www.wahahockey.com 
 

This camp is an excellent opportunity for all players who have an interest in playing college hockey.  It will 
consist of 4 teams with 15 players each for a total of (8 goalies, 20 defense and 32 forwards).  There is no 
tryout required and registration is on a first come basis.  From this camp a group of players will be invited to 
participate in the USA Hockey/Central District Camp, being held in Green Bay - August 1st-6th.  You must 
attend the mini camp to be considered for the Central District camp. 

 
USA Hockey National Development Camps: 
 

USA Hockey offers National Development Camps for girls born in 1993 (17 years), 1994 (16 years), 1995 (15 
years) and 1996 (14 years).  The dates and locations for these four camps may be found at 
www.usahockey.org.   To be eligible, a player MUST meet the following requirements: 

 be a US citizen 
 have proof of US birth or a US passport 
 be registered with USA Hockey 

The path to the USA National Development Camp begins with a WAHA tryout for the WAHA Girls’ festival 
in Fond du Lac April 17-18, 2010.  Tryout dates and sites for the festival are listed at www.wahahockey.com. 
Tryout Fees are $60 and players are limited to one tryout.  Each tryout site will be limited to 44 players, 4 
goalies, 16 defense and 24 forwards.   
 
If a player makes the festival and performs well, she may be invited to the Central District tryouts for a 
USA Hockey National Development Camp.   The Central District tryouts will be held at Naga -Waukee Ice 
Arena in Delafield, WI on Saturday, April 24th for players born in 1995/1996 and Sunday, April 25th for 
players born in 1993/1994. 
 
The allocations numbers for players being invited to the Central District tryout and the allocations for 
players being invited to National Development Camp have not been determined yet.
